Have you always wanted a small tracker for prac-
ticing at home?  Now’s your chance! 
 
This beautiful neo baroque tracker organ was built 
in 1972.  Pipework is mostly open toe voicing with 
no nicking on about 2 inches of wind pressure.  
Specification is :  Manual I – 8’ Metal Gedackt, 2’ 
Principal, II/I.  Manual II – 8’ Quintadena (Oak), 4’ 
Rohrflote, 1 1/3’ Quinte.  Pedal – 16’ Bourdon, II/
Pd, I/PD.  56 note manuals and 32 note pedals.     
 
This instrument, in a small bedroom in my town-
house, has provided hours of enjoyment without 
bothering the neighbors.  Currently it takes up a 
space 7’9” deep, 10’ wide and 7’6” tall. If the instru-
ment were to be fully assembled with the included 
casework, it would require 8’ 9” for ceiling height.  
The sound is very clear with nice chiff and not tir-
ing at all.  The façade pipes are of Oak and Tin.  
The key action is mechanical and the stop action is 
electric.
