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The Minneapolis Municipal Organ
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«“The ‘Uoice of Minneapolis”
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In this magnificent instrument, Minneapolis, the
Musical Capitol of the Northwest, boasts the
largest and most complete pipe organ in any
Municipal Auditorium 1n the World.

In it are combined the maximum resources of the
art of organ building. It has the tonal cquipmcm
of 2 magnificent concert organ, possibly wichout
equal anywhere, together with a theater organ
which includes the latest developments in that

ficld.

Every musical tonc known to the human car is to
be found in this organ, including the voices of a
Symphony Orchestirz and the instruments of 2
modern “Jazz Band.” A Concert Grand piano
is even included.

Controlling these vast resource: - sound arc two
consoles ¢z keyboards instead of one as in the
average organ. One console of five manuals (or
ranks of keys) plays the catire instrument except
certain theatrical effects.  The second console is
of four manuals similar to those installed in the
leading theaters of the country, such as the Roxy
Theater in New York, which was buile by the
manufacturers of *“The Voice of Minaeapolis.”

By the installation of the two consoles, Minne-
apolis is assured of the most efficicat and frequent
use of the organ, it being adapted to the use of

cither concert or theater organists. Again, both

consoles may be played simultancously with an
organist at cach comsole, thus gaining effects
heretofore vnheard of, and opening a2 ncw ficld
of develepment in organ music.

To permit the use of cither or both consoles with
or without an orchestra, specially designed eleva-
tors have been installed so that the comsoles,
when not in use arc hidden beneath the floor of
the Arena. The two consoles with elevators
weigh 16,000 pounds.
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The pipes of the organ are placed in seven hu
chambers oo either side of the stage, behind the
ornamental grills which were installed when the
Auditorium was built. The botiom chambers are
at an clevation of 30 feet above the level of the
stage to insure proper acoustics, the azivance
arrapgements having been declared by organ
builders to be perfect.

Some measure of the sizc of the organ chambers
may be gathered from the fact char the space
occupicd by the chambers is equivalen: to chat of
three six room bungalows. Ia size, ths chambers
rapge from 17 feet to 52 feet in heighe.

The organ contains over 10,000 pincs, sack: hand-
made, ranging in sizc from bugs wooden pipes
32 feet in length, weighing a ton cach {izto which
2 mao could crawl) gown to metal pires one-half
inch in length and weighing a half ouncz.  Among
the materials used in the coostruciion of the
iostrument arc pinc, maple, spruce, chestnut,
cbooy and mahogany woods, copper. brzss, tin,
lead, zinc, steel, iron, leather, fcf:, fizer, rubber,
ivory, celluloid, ctc.

Wind pressure to the pipes is providsd Dy a 60
horsepower electric motor, onc of the largest ever
installed for such a purposc. Pipes ccaveying the
wind range up to 22 inches in diameter.  The air
inlét to tic blower measures 5 by 7 izzt and con-
tains a specially dcsiEncd filter to guard against
impuritics reaching the organ.

"“The Voice of Minneapolis' will cost §123,000.00,
including installation. Ir will be a ==dit to its
makers, an inscrument in which the zreises of the
world may revel in bringing cnjoymsat zo couat-
less thousands of listeners at home acd abroad and
to generations still unborn.
