Some of you
may not yet have discovered this option.

So that the best decisions can be made with the best available information, please try us Sunday
mornings this summer, or online, and then let us know what time you’d most like to hear
PIPEDREAMS (the new, the old, or both). Also, let us know whether you’ve now accessed
PIPEDREAMS online on the day/time of your own choosing, so that it matters not to you when
the program airs on the radio.
