ensembles. Furthermore, Aaron regularly takes part in solo
recitals and small ensemble performances at St. Olaf.

Aaron has also been fortunate to appear as
a guest musician and substitute organist throughout Virginia
and various churches in Minnesota. In the fall of 2021, Aaron
joined the worship team at Mount Calvary Lutheran Church in
Excelsior, Minnesota, where he holds a position as Associate
Organist. Aaron was awarded second prize in the AGO Regional
Organ Competition in 2023, and is a frequent performer in the

Twin Cities.
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Think back to your earliest
encounters with the organ,
the experiences that
nourished your budding
interest in playing the instrument. My first encounters were
trying out my little Bach piano pieces on the Hammond organ
at St. James on the Parkway in Minneapolis. The organist at

St. James, Greg Larson, gave this ten-year-old boy the first
encouragement that eventually led to a lifelong passion. The
key ingredients were access to an instrument, and an adult

role model who invited me to explore. And, I would add, thatI
lived in a household where music was loved, with parents who
always encouraged my musical pursuits.

The Pipe Organ Encounter (POE), one of the AGO'’s most
successful long-time educational outreach programs, provides
the ingredients for this kind of formative introduction to the
world of the pipe organ. In the summer of 2018, the TCAGO
collaborated with St. Olaf College and Shattuck-St. Mary's
School to hold a POE. Nineteen participants, aged 13 to 18,
came from around the country to Minnesota for a five-day
program. The events included individual and group instruction

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in organ playing, and introductions to pipe organ construction,
improvisation, and related topics. Participants experienced
ecumenical worship and the role of the sacred musician,
enjoyed recitals by faculty, a silent film accompaniment by John
Ferguson, a trip to Northrop to explore the Zolian-Skinner
organ, and more. Most of all, the POE provided participants a
unique opportunity to meet and interact with peers who had
similar interests.

Based on the success of the first POE—and stressing the
importance of our mission to introduce young people to the
organ—the TCAGO board gave approval in March for us to
apply to host a POE in June of 2025. This time the program will
be based entirely on the campus of St. Olaf, using their large
and varied array of pipe organs for teaching, practice, and
recitals. Several churches within walking distance of campus
will also be available. An added plus is that the St. Olaf College
Summer Music Academy will be held during the same week,
providing possibilities for participation in some of the evening
ensembles activities, or for other music students to attend
organ recitals.

St. Olaf College professor Cathy Rodland and I will be
co-directors of the POE. We will be assembling a committee
of volunteers to assist with the planning, administration,
fundraising, promotion, teaching, and program. Teaching
faculty will be drawn from qualified members of our chapter.
Our chapter is certainly well poised to hold another successful
POE. The considerable interest and attendance at our education
programs and events this past year have demonstrated that
the field is ripe to attract participants from the Twin Cities and
beyond.
