One of today’s leading French concert organists,
Michel Bouvard’s multi-faceted career as a concert
artist and master teacher has taken him to more than
twenty countries. He was born in Lyon, France, and
was inspired with a great passion for music early in
life by his grandfather, Jean Bouvard, also an organist
and composer, who had been a student of Louis
Vierne, Florent Schmitt, and Vincent d’Indy. He
began piano study at an early age in Rodez, followed
by organ study with Suzanne Chaise-Martin in Paris.

He was then accepted into the organ class of André
Isoir at the Orsay’s Conservatory, and the classes of
Harmony, Counterpoint and Fugue at the Conserva-
toire National Supérieur de Musique (Paris Conservato-
ry). He later perfected his studies with Michel Cha-
puis, Francis Chapelet and Jean Boyer while serving
as deputy organist at Saint-Séverin Church, and went
on to serve as Titular Organist of that church for
more than ten years.

In 1983 M. Bou-
vard was awarded first
prize at the interna-
tional organ competi-
tion in Toulouse dedi-
cated to French music
of the 17th and 18th
centuries. In 1985 he
succeeded Xavier
Darasse as Professor of
Organ at the Conserva-
toire National de Région
de Toulouse, where he
continued Darasse’s efforts in fostering the patronage
of the city and the region by organizing concerts, spe-
cial visitors, master classes, and the international
organ competition with his colleague Willem Jansen.
This work culminated in the creation of the renowned
Festival Toulouse Les Orgues for which he now serves as
director (1996–1999 and 2011–2013), and the devel-
opment in 1994 of a new organ class at the Centre
d’Études Supérieures de Musique et de Danse de Toulouse.

Currently Michel Bouvard serves as Professor of
Organ at the Paris Conservatory (since 1995), where
he teaches with his friend and colleague Olivier Latry.
Since 1996 he has served as Organist Titulaire of the
historic Cavaillé-Coll organ at the Basilique Saint-
Sernin, in the city of Toulouse where he lives and
teaches. He has also served as one of four organists of
the Royal Chapel at the Palace of Versailles since
2010. During the spring of 2013 Michel is serving as
Visiting Professor of Organ at the Eastman School of
Music.
